Secretary Nominations & Voting

The coalition appointed Mackenzie as the new Secretary, a psychiatric nurse practitioner at Grand View Clinic, passionate about youth mental health. The board determined the bylaws required no formal vote; the secretary can be appointed directly.

Krista Timm (WA State Prevention Voices Coordinator) delivered a legislative session update covering AI safeguards, cannabis regulation, Kratom bills, and the Washington Thriving Strategic Plan
Session overview: 60-day supplemental session addressed $2.3B budget shortfall; $880M from rainy day funds used; 1,244 bills introduced, 276 passed, none vetoed 
Key bills signed:
•	SHB 2476: Theater liquor licenses expanded from 120 to 200 seats/screen; requires alcohol control plans, electronic ID scanners, staff training 
•	SHB 2152 (Ryan's Law): Allows medical cannabis use for terminal patients in hospitals/hospice; must be locked storage, patient self-administered, no smoking/vaping 
•	HB 2429: Establishes Governor's leadership council to implement Washington Thriving Plan (birth-25 behavioral health); passed unanimously 
•	HB 1634: Requires OSBI and ESDs to build technical assistance framework for school-based behavioral health; aims to reduce duplication, increase early intervention 
•	SHB 2532: Bans sale/distribution of nitrous oxide (laughing gas/whippets) except for medical, dental, veterinary, food-grade, industrial use; gross misdemeanor penalty 
•	HB 2225: AI chatbot safeguards for minors—must disclose AI identity hourly, block sexually explicit content, detect/respond to suicide ideation, prohibit emotional manipulation; enforced via Consumer Protection Act 
Budget highlights:
•	Transportation: $16.6B; $1.5B for bridge/road preservation (36% increase); $17M for ferries 
•	Capital: $889M; $200M for affordable housing (total $960M—largest ever single biennium); $123M Housing Trust Fund; $71M for small/tribal school buildings 
•	Operating: $79.4B; $165M to offset federal SNAP/Medicaid cuts; projected $878M deficit remains for 2028 
Emerging issues to watch:
•	Kratom regulation: First year introduced; 3 bills (regulation, taxation); lawmakers lack awareness—education needed; Spokane Valley moving toward city ban 
•	Cannabis homegrows: 11th year attempted; made it farther than ever 
•	BAC limit reduction: 3rd year pushing 0.08 → 0.05; also made significant progress
•	AI regulation: Likely to return with more bills

a. Incredible Years (Grandview): Starts tonight at elementary school; English-only session; school providing food, free childcare; seeking 5-10 families for program success (currently 3-4 committed); late arrivals can start next week

d. Summer safety event (clinics): May 20; life jackets, fire department involvement; opportunity to distribute medication lock bags with pre/post-test surveys
